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Mobile Satellite

IITAC have developed a number of solutions to provide ‘near
instant’ satellite communications on new sites and projects.
This proposal presents IITAC’s options to provide solutions
giving basic computer room facilities on remote sites.

Background

For many years construction companies have struggled to
achieve low cost rapidly installed communication links. New
sites are often in remote locations with no registered postal
codes. Telco's traditionally require this before orders can be
accepted and site surveys undertaken prior to service
provision.

The shape of construction companies is changing as new
markets are embraced, but the unique industry way of
incorporating in-depth attention to detail and service remains.

Requirements

IITAC have identified a way to improve service at new sites
by offering a faster set-up time on new contracts. This will
be achieved by introducing satellite solutions, to quickly
establish communication links at new sites. This new process
will massively reduce the current lead time for obtaining
effective communications links at a new site from between
45 to 60 days to 1 or 2 days. As soon as work commences at
a new site, employees will have on-site access to email, web
based systems and all electronically produced or stored
documents.

Solution Overview

The ‘premier’ solution is a trailer which houses the satellite
dish, which can be set either manually or automatically, a
server, a hub and a wireless access point. The specification
of the trailer includes high anti-theft optimisation. The trailer
can be moved easily to any location and brought “on line”
in the minimum amount of time. Installation of this solution
is simply to tow the trailer to site, put down the legs for
stability, connect to the mains and with the automatic option,
the site employees will have a working system.
Alternatively a less flexible but more cost effective solution
is the ‘fixed dish/rack’ solution. A portable rack, housing the
electronics is installed internally and a dish is mounted on
the new site fixture such as a portakabin. Both these solutions
are suitable for on line access at what would be deemed
‘connection’ free sites
